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On 6th June 2024 the village and the nation will be marking 
the 80th anniversary of D Day. 
 

In the early hours of 6th June 1944 Allied Airborne and 
Commando forces landed by sea and air ahead of the largest 
invasion force in history. Shortly after dawn and under the 

cover of an intense naval and air bombardment, they were followed by the 
first assault troops landing at five beaches along a 50 mile stretch of the 
Normandy Coast of France. Their objective was to break through the German 
Nazi regime’s “Atlantic Wall” and bring freedom back to Western Europe after 
five years of subjugation. Whilst other Allied Forces fought their way from the 
south through Italy and the Soviet Red Army fought their way from the east, it 
was this assault from the west that gave hope to all that the liberation of 
Western Europe was at last achievable.  
 

That hope was bought at immense cost. Whilst the landings of 130,000 men of 
13 nations established the beachheads from which the Allied Armies would 
break out to liberate Western Europe, the achievement left 4,400 dead and 
6,600 wounded. German casualties are estimated at between 4 – 9000 dead 
and wounded. 
 

Speaking during a radio address on June 6, 1944, King George VI said: 
 

άAt this historic moment surely not one of us is too busy, too young or too 
old to play a part in a nation-wide, perchance a world-wide vigil of prayer 
as the great crusade sets forthέΦ   

 

Our commemorations in the village will reflect that call with a Flag Raising 
ceremony at the Memorial Centre at 09:00hrs followed by a wreath laying at 
the Memorial stone in the Centre at 14:30hrs. The bells of both St Peter’s and 
Christ Church will be rung at 18:30hrs and the commemorations will close with 
the beacon on Castle Hill being lit at 21:15hrs. 
 

bƻǘŜΥ Commemorations will centre on the Memorial Centre to facilitate 
attendance by the older members of the community for whom the climb up 
Castle Hill to the War Memorial may be a challenge .

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Minster Communities — An update 
 

A s you may be aware, Minster Communities is part of the strategy of the 
Diocese of Leicester for tackling the joint dilemma of falling numbers of 

clergy and a drop in the level of giving within our Churches whilst aiming to 
encourage the Church in its mission to the local community. It will see groups of 
Churches working together in a ‘Minster Community’ that shares clergy and 
other resources between the constituent parishes. 
 

We have been joining in with conversations about what a Minster Community 
might look like locally for the last three years. Locally, we have discerned that a 
workable Minster Community could include the parishes of Mountsorrel along 
with Sileby, Seagrave, Cossington, Rothley, Grange Park, Loughborough (The 
Good Shepherd), Loughborough (Emmanuel) and All Saints, Thorpe Acre. 
 

Having discerned this group, we are now moving into the next phase of the 
conversations to explore how this might work and what proposals could be put 
to our PCCs. 
 

The observant among you will have spotted that Swithland is not included in 
that list of parishes. As the discernment process progressed, it became clear 
that Swithland parish were looking to join a Minster Community with a 
different group of parishes. So, now that we are moving into the next phase of 
the conversations, it is with mixed emotions that, after six years as Acting 
Rector, I have asked to be released from spiritual oversight to St Leonard’s 
Church to enable both Swithland and the Mountsorrel parishes to move 
forward in their separate conversations. 
 

Bishop Martyn has agreed that I should continue at St Leonard’s until the end 
of August and we will formally mark this ending with a service of prayer and 
thanksgiving in St Leonard’s Church at 9.30am on Sunday 1st September. 
 

Although I will miss the people of St Leonard’s very much, I am looking forward 
to having a little more time to spend with all of you in Mountsorrel. I am also 
looking forward to finding some more leisure time to spend with my family 
(although they might not be as keen). I value your continued prayers over the 
coming months as I say my farewells to the people of Swithland.
