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What target are you aiming for? 

It is often said that the easiest way to hit your target, is to shoot first, 
then draw the target around where the arrow lands. And, for a long 
time, that has often been the way that the Church has seemed to act. 
Of course, if we took this stance, the Church would be drawing a 
target of declining membership and relevance in the world. It’s time for something to 
change because we have good news to share that is relevant for all of Mountsorrel and, 
indeed, the world. 
 

The Leicester Diocesan Synod, made up of representatives from Churches across the 
Diocese (including me), recently voted to adopt a new Diocesan strategy that aims to grow 
and develop the Church in this Diocese over the next five years. By 2030 we are seeking to 
see over 3000 new disciples, 500 new ministers (ordained and lay), 100 new churches, an 
increase in Global Majority Heritage (GMH) leaders, double the number of children and 
young people, increased confidence in working across difference, 25 Minster Communities 
and becoming a Gold Eco Diocese and working at Net Zero Carbon. 
 

These targets are underpinned by the five diocesan priorities of New Communities—
reaching those with no contact with church; Intercultural Communities– learning with 
GMH people; Intergenerational Communities-bringing together every generation; 
Reconciling Communities-modelling peace, justice and reconciliation; and Eco 
Communities-championing care for God’s creation. These priorities are where Diocesan 
funds will be focussed in the coming years, so we need to pay attention. 
 

Behind all of this remain the Three Key Questions we have been asking ourselves in recent 
years: 
 How are we growing the number of disciples of Jesus? 
 How are we growing in depth of discipleship? 
 How are we growing in loving service of the world? 
 

The strategy has big aims which are only achievable when every church and church 
member plays their part. So I want to ask you to consider these questions for yourself. I’m 
not going to give you any answers, they are simply questions for you to ask yourself: 
 What am I doing to grow the number of disciples of Jesus? 
 What am I doing to grow in the depth of my own discipleship? 
 What am I doing to grow in loving service of the world? 
 

May our own prayer, worship and spirituality lead us to answer these questions and fulfil 
the great commission of Jesus to ‘go and make disciples of all nations, baptising them in 
the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey 
everything I have commanded you.’ (Matthew 28.19-20). And, just maybe, together, we 
can reach the target of growing the Kingdom of God here in Mountsorrel.
