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As | was preparing to write this piece, | was encouraged to ‘write something positive’.

The evening news, our papers, even the updates on our phones are filled with so much
bad news—violence, hatred and war all around us. So something positive...

It’s not surprising that bad news fills our media—bad news and drama sells. Good news,
well nobody’s going to pay for that. If our media companies want to make a profit, they
need to give us drama and bad news (with maybe a touch of hope at the end of the
bulletin—if there’s time).

But | do believe the world to be an inherently good place, filled with good people. There
is plenty of bad news, but there is so much more in the world that is good.

There are stories in our news of troubles in the NHS, particularly within maternity
services, but still, hundreds of babies are successfully born in NHS facilities every single
day—we don’t hear about that.

There are stories in our news of people suffering in war zones, but for every soldier,
there are hundreds of civilians continuing their every day lives, serving, helping, sharing,
loving, showing courage and resilience—we don’t hear about that.

There are horrors of safeguarding issues going on in our institutions, schools and even
our Churches. Each of these makes the headlines. But for each of these, there are
hundreds of instances of safeguarding successes where children and vulnerable adults
have been helped into a place of safety—we don’t hear about that.

A plane crash happens, and it fills our news for a few days; meanwhile thousands of
flights successfully take off and, you've got it by now, we don’t hear about that.

The nineteenth century hymn writer, Johnson Oatman, Jr., instructs us to “Count your
blessings, name them one by one, And it will surprise you what the Lord hath done.”

The psalmist picks up this theme (twice) in Psalm 42.
“Why, my soul, are you downcast? Why so disturbed within me?
Put your hope in God, for | will yet praise him, my Saviour and my God.”

Burglaries, violence, anti-social behaviour, will still continue, but there are so many more
good stories to be heard than bad. Put your trust in God, give him praise for all the good
things you see around you. Count the many blessings you have received at his hands and
the bad news stories we see will fall into the perspective of a God who loves us and
cares for us and gives us good things.

Then, we discover, life’s not so bad after all.
